Effective July 1 through December 31, CL&P’s distribution rates will not
change; however, rates will change to reflect increases in power supply costs
and federally mandated congestion charges, parts of your bill that are not
directly controlled by CL&P. In addition, the transmission rate will reflect
additional charges approved by the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission.

To reduce price volatility in power supply costs, CL&P conducts open,
competitive bidding processes and takes the lowest prices we can get
in the market at the time. In addition, CL&P buys blocks of power for
you in advance at different times, which further reduces price volatility.
Unfortunately, energy prices continue to escalate.

We remain committed to investing in our state’s energy infrastructure,
advocating on your behalf at the federal, state and local levels, and
developing and offering conservation and energy management programs
to help you use energy more wisely.

New pricing options on the way

Starting July 2008, certain customers can choose variable peak pricing. Under
this program, customers receiving service on a time-of-use rate will have

the opportunity to purchase service from CL&P under which the peak price
for generation service will change daily based on market prices.
